Convention. He also served as the special assistant to the presidents of the International 

Mission Board and Lifeway Christian Resources of the SBC. He has five honorary doctorates. 

Henry has spoken in 115 countries, as well as at the White House, United Nations, and 

Pentagon. He worked extensively with business leaders, including CEOs of Fortune 500 

companies. Henry has written numerous books, including; Fresh Encounter, Spiritual 

Leadership, Hearing God’s Voice, Experiencing God: Day by Day, Flickering Lamps, Called and 

Accountable, The Man God Uses, The Solomon Promise, Joshua: Called to Be God’s Leader, 

Experiencing the Cross, and Abraham: Called to Be God’s Friend. Henry and his wife Marilyn 

have five children, all serving in Christian ministry.
